SUBJECT:  Acceptance and Wear of Foreign Badges/Medals (Name of Award)


1.  Under the provisions of Section 7342, Title 5, U.S. Code and Chapter 9, 
AR 600-8-22, paragraph 9-26, SFC XXXXXX is authorized to accept and wear the following:

FOREIGN BADGE/MEDAL

2.  Chapter 29 of AR 670-1 governs order of precedence and the wearing of decorations, service medals, badges, unit awards, and appurtenances on the Army uniform.  Foreign military decorations are worn in the order of their receipt after all U.S. decorations, the Good Conduct Medal, campaign and service medals, and service and training ribbons.

3.  If a ribbon issued by a foreign government does not conform to standard size U.S. ribbons, it may not be worn on the uniform blouse/shirt, although the full-size decoration may be worn on the dress uniform.  With regard to foreign badges, only one may be worn on the Army uniform at any one time.

4.  Foreign decorations and badges are no longer entered on the Officer Record Brief (ORB) for officers or the Enlisted Record Brief (ERB) for enlisted personnel; however, a copy of this correspondence will be filed in the Official Military Personnel File (OMPF).
